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OCTOBER 2025 

October 5: Twenty-seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 In today’s Gospel Jesus tells his disciples, “When you have done all you have 

been commanded, say: We are unprofitable servants; we have only done what 
we were obliged to do.” 

This week, please help the Society of St. Vincent de Paul to bring the 
love and mercy of Jesus to those who feel left out and abandoned, 
for indeed we are only doing “what we are obliged to do”.  

October 12: Twenty-eighth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
In today’s Gospel we hear that only one of those healed returned to glorify God 
and to give thanks to God. It is true, that when we have a grateful heart we know 
that everything is a gift from God. 

To give thanks for all that God has given to you, have you 
considered answering the call to help serve the poor by joining the 
Society of St. Vincent de Paul? 

October 19: Twenty-ninth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
In the Gospel today Jesus tells his disciples to pray always without becoming 
weary., indeed our prayer must always be an expression of our love for God, our 
family, our world, and especially for the suffering poor.

November 2: All Souls Day 
In the Gospel today, Jesus promises not to reject anyone who comes to Him, for 
this is the will of His Father. 

Through your gift to the Society of St. Vincent de Paul you also 
show your acceptance of our Lord by joyfully sharing your goods 
with your neighbor who is hungry, hopeless, alone and frightened. 

November 9: Feast of the Dedication of the Lateran Basilica in Rome 
In today’s Gospel, Jesus promises that if the temple is destroyed, He will 
raise it up again in three days. This is the true hope He offers. 

When you give the furniture, household items and clothing you no 
longer use to the Society of St. Vincent de Paul, you give a sign of 
hope to your neighbors who have nothing. 

November 16: Thirty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time 
The Gospel predicts end times; our challenge though is to live faithfully now. 
St. Vincent often asked this simple question: “What would Jesus Christ do, if 
he were in my place now? 

Ask yourself “What would Jesus Christ do?” and then put your gift 
in the Society of St. Vincent de Paul poor box so that those who are 
suffering will be able to celebrate Thanksgiving.
